The Korea Association of Teachers of English (KATE) calls for presentations for its annual international conference to be held at Seoul National University in Seoul, Korea from Friday, July 2nd to Saturday, July 3rd, 2010.  

The aim of the 2010 KATE conference is to provide a forum for the presentation of research discussing issues related to the current status of English as a Lingua Franca in international communication and its impact and implications on English language teaching and learning. 
Papers are encouraged which address the following topics: 

· the impact of global English on English language teaching and learning, i.e. learning objectives, methods, materials, etc.
· teacher training/education

· the notion of standard and varieties of English

· English language and culture
· English as a foreign language policy 

With this focus, the conference also invites presentations on general topics including Second Language Acquisition, Methodology, Material Development, Curriculum Development and Language Policy, Evaluation/Testing, and Multimedia-Assisted Language Learning. Any area related to English Education is welcome. Contributions are invited for the following types of submissions:
1) Talk (20 minute presentation + 10 minute Q&A)  

2) Panel discussion (60 minute panel discussion + 30 minute audience
   discussion) 

3) Poster (3 hours)

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Guidelines for Proposal Submission
Deadline: June 30, 2009
1.  Number of Presentations
  A presenter can submit only one proposal for a talk or a panel discussion. Presenters can apply for a poster session either as an individual author or as a co-author.
2. Format and Length of Presentation

Talk: A talk should describe ideas or research results in relation to theory and practice in English language teaching. A talk consists of a 20 minute presentation and a 10 minute question and answer period.


Panel discussion: A panel discussion provides an opportunity for three or more presenters to speak in a more open and informal setting with conference attendees. A panel discussion consists of a 60 minute panel discussion and a 30 minute audience discussion.  The number of speakers on a panel is restricted to a minimum of three and a maxim of five.


Poster: A poster session consists of a display including charts, graphs, illustrations, and other visual materials on a specific topic accompanied by the presenter's explanation to interested individuals.  It allows attendees to speak with the presenters on a one-to-one basis.
3.  Presentation Equipment
 Cassette players, computers including data display devices, OHP, VHS/DVD players, or other equipment will be arranged upon request. Please specify necessary equipment along with the proposal. Presentation equipment will be provided free of charge.
4. Criteria for Selection
The selection of proposals is made by the Conference Committee by using the criteria below.
It should be clear from your proposal that:
. You have something new to say or that you plan to shed new light on a topic.
. Your session is based on a completed study or a significant phase that has been
  completed.
. Your presentation concerns or has implications for English language education.

5.  Notification

  You will receive a confirmation email upon submission. Submitters will be notified of the results of the proposal selection process by July 15, 2009. The Conference Committee reserves the right to not disclose screening results for non-inclusion papers. For accepted proposals, presenters will be asked to submit a paper for publication in the conference proceedings by April 30, 2010.
