Manuscript Guidelines for Proceedings 

1. The manuscript should use Microsoft Word 2000.

2. The length of the manuscript should be 3-5 pages on A-4 size paper.

3. The margins should be 2cm at the top, 1cm at the bottom, 2cm at the left and right, and 1cm at the top and bottom headers.

4. The manuscript should be typed in Times New Roman 10-point with the letter spacing of 100 %.
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
